Students Interested in the Visual Arts CAPA Program should prepare the following for their interview:

[bookmark: _GoBack]1. A personal typed statement written by the student expressing their artistic goals and why the students will succeed in CAPA as a Visual Arts student. 

2. Students scheduling reviews should bring a sketchbook or journal of daily drawings and or writings, and a portfolio of work that includes 8-10 studies.
Observational drawings are highly recommended to include in this portfolio rather than anime or doodling. Please do not bring copied material for the visual arts review.

3. Students are required to bring a brief, typed resume of outside activities and interests.

4. All students are required to bring a letter of recommendation from current visual arts instructor or a recommendation from another professional source. Students must use references other than family or friends. 

5. Parent(s) and guardian(s) are asked to bring a copy of the student’s report card, along with conduct scores.

6. A brief interview with parent(s) and their student(s) will be conducted during the portfolio review. 

7. Finally, all students will be evaluated on their honesty, positive attitude, and their desire to work diligently to attain their personal goals.
